1. Step one in the installation of the 69-3085 kit is to
remove the factory skid plate. The skid plate should
be removed before attempting to jack up the vehicle
so that you dondt risk t
out having a good bite with the jack pad.

2. With the vehicle on level ground, set the emer-
gency brake and block the rear tires. Jack up the
front end of the truck and support the frame rails with
jack stands. NEVER WORK UNDER AN UNSUP-
PORTED VEHICLE! Remove the front wheels.

3. Starting on the passenger side, disconnect the
wheel speed sensor cable from its containment clips
found on the control arm and spindle.

4. A 10mm socket is used to remove the brake line
bracket that attaches to the upper control arm.

5. An 18mm socket is used to loosen the upper ball
joint nut. The nut should remain on the ball joint
stem.
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
